come and pick it up. b
The library closing time is not something to worry about in Norway. This o
is because of an arrangement called «Merapent». Merapent makes it so ‘
that by signing a free contract with the library, you can enter the library
from 7 am to 11 pm whenever you want, even when there's no staff. This
contract can be signed for people over 15 years old. | often go on a walk
to the library with my mom to return books, and because of Merapent,
we won't have to worry about the closing time.
